Rider Coaching
Sign up here to spend an hour under the guidance of some of our team riders.

It's completely free and all ages and abilities are welcome!

There are two sessions available - one on Saturday (2pm), and one on Sunday (noon). Simply put your name down (plus the name of your guardian if under 18) if you'd like to take part. We'll announce the sessions on the PA system to remind you nearer the time.

Meeting point is this sign-on tent, and if you can be here a few minutes before the start time that would be great.

Under 18s must have a guardian present, and helmets must be worn at all times.

Brakeless Challenge

This section will be open all weekend until 1pm Sunday for you to have fun and practice on, using the supplied bike.

Your runs will be timed Top Gear Leaderboard style (just let us know if you would prefer not to be included in this), and the fastest 10 people will go through to the finals at 2pm on Sunday.

Please note that putting your foot down is absolutely fine, but if the timekeeper believes it has deliberately beedn done to improve your time then unfortunately it will be void and you need to go again.

The course will be made a little more difficult for the finals, so you'll get a couple of practice runs before it all kicks off. There will be prizes for the top 5 in the final, plus trophies for the top 3, and plenty of noise from the crowd to spur you on!

Kids' Time Trial

Similar to the Brakeless Challenge, we've set out an easier course for kiddies to have a go at on their own bikes. 

There's no age or size limit, but this is aimed at those who are too small to ride the supplied bike in the Brakeless Challenge - no 6ft tall trophy-hunters please!

We'll be running a Top Gear style leaderboard with the fastest times (just let us know if you would prefer not to be included in this), and the fastest 3 will go through to our final, taking place just before 2pm on Sunday.

Keep an ear out for an announcement on the PA so you know when to roll up for the final. There will be a trophy and a prize for all 3 riders who get into the final, so you might as well give it a go!

Guess the Weight Competition

This will be running all weekend on the TartyBikes stand, and is as easy as it sounds.

Simply enter your name, wristband number and weight guess (to the nearest 0.1g - eg. 826.4) into the laptop next to the item, and the closest person to the actual weight will win some brand new Trialtech Sport Lite forks! (Please note if you would prefer a different wheel size or brake mount option to those on display we can arrange that for you.)

The winner will be notified over the PA system at 3pm on Sunday, so make sure you stick around and listen out for the announcement!

Eliminator Trial
Everyone welcome - including spectators wearing red wristbands. We have a bike and helmets you can borrow if you don't have your own. In fact, we'd love to see mums and dads having a go - and everyone wins a prize!
This competition starts at 5pm on Saturday - keep an ear out for the PA system as we'll be announcing it close to the time.

The Eliminator Trial is one big long section that starts off incredibly easy, gradually increasing in difficulty, finishing with moves that even the very best riders in the world will struggle with!
In this competition, you are allowed to use your bash ring/plate, and you can put pedals down on obstacles, but you can not step off the bike or put a foot or hand on the floor/an obstacle. If you do, then you’re out! There is no time limit to complete the course.
We would like everyone to have a go at this event - so simply put your name in the category that best suits your riding ability. Don't worry if you're not sure, it's just so we can set riders off in approximate order of how far they will get through the section.

BBQ

Hit the Nail

This is our imaginatively-titled Saturday evening event, derived from a drinking game (but you don't have to be drunk to play!). We hope to start at around 11pm in the Onza tent, but it depends how long Mario Kart takes to complete.

Basically, you have to hit a nail into a wooden cable reel in as few hits as possible. Sounds easy...?

You'll be up against 5 other people (total of 6 per round) and, as with Mario Kart, if you'd like to play against your mates just draw a box around all your names.

To play, you have to throw the hammer up, make it complete a 360 flip, catch it again, then immediately attempt to strike the nail without altering your grip. If you manage to clip your nail and make it lean over, you can straighten it back up by hand before your next turn. Once you've had your go, pass the hammer to the person on your left. 
The sequence is repeated until one nail is right down to the head - this person is the winner and goes through to the next round (we may be able to let the first two or three people through to the next round depending on how many entries there are - we'll decide this on the day).
Once all the competitors have been whittled down to the last 6, the final will take place. This high-stakes round will see the best three nail hitters win prizes - have fun!
